I have established the Center for Space and Atmospheric Science (CSAS) at Sanjay Ghodawat University,
Kolhapur in collaboration with Indian Institute of Tropical Meteorology (IITM), Pune, Ministry of Earth
Science, Government of India to study the atmospheric dynamics, herein, we have installed Lightning Detector
having capacity to detect lightning activity over 200 km radial distance, Sodar System to measure the wind profile
in 3D form i.e. in vertical, zonal, and meridional up to 2km altitude, Compact Weather Station to measure the
temperature, humidity, pressure, wind direction and speed and rainfall etc, Super SID to study the sudden
ionospheric disturbances, specially D-region dynamics, Microtop-II Ozonometer to measure the ozone, water
Vapor and aerosol of the atmosphere.

To inaugurate the CSAS, I have organized First National Conference on Space and Atmospheric Science
(NCSAS-2019) at Sanjay Ghodawat University, Kolhapur in collaboration with the Indian Institute of Tropical
Meteorology (IITM), Pune, Indian Institute of Geomagnetism (IIG), Mumbai, on 10t and 11t May, 2019. More
than 25 scientists, 100 research students’ participants and 50 academicians were present.

During my M. Sc. (2009-2010) project work, I have successfully completed project work entitled “Study of
the production of NOX and corresponding ozone depletion during major solar proton events of the 23rd
solar cycle over Payrne, Switzerland". The present project work is published in Journal of Earth Moon and
Planet, Springer Nature, 2015. After completion of M. Sc. degree, since 2010, [ have devoted my time to do research
and earned Ph. D. degree by entitled thesis “Study of lonospheric Dynamics Using Night Airglow Emission”
under the guidance of Dr. A. K. Sharma in Department of Physics, Shivaji University Kolhapur. While doing Ph.D.
work I have studied in detail about characteristics of the equatorial plasma bubbles (EPBs) using images of
nightglow OI 630.0 nm emission recorded by all sky imager (ASI). The ASI has installed by the Indian Institute of
Geomagnetism, Navi Mumbai at Shivaji University, Kolhapur. I have developed a new formula to convert the
pixel distance of OI 630.0 nm images into the actual distance in ionosphere using geometry of airglow
emission layer. This work is published in the journal of ‘Current Science’. One of processed image of this work is
published on the cover page of Current Science in the same issue (25 April 2014). The member of Program
Monitoring Committee for promotion of Space Science Research through the Department of Physics, Shivaji
University, Kolhapur.
